Sierra Vista, AZ (July 7, 2011) – Two tipping bucket rain gauges are being installed today in the upper reaches of Miller and Ash Canyons, located in the Monument Fire on National Forest land.

“The Burn Area Emergency Response (BAER) team and its partners have discussed the importance of early warning systems for public safety and the Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR) rose to the occasion,” said Monument BAER Team Leader Justin Seastrand.
The purpose of the rain gauge stations is to provide real-time precipitation measurements in areas most affected by the Monument Fire.  The gauges will have the ability to report when rainfall occurs in a given location in 15 minutes or less.  The National Weather Service in Tucson will monitor the information as it is transmitted by the gauges.

The public is invited to attend a public meeting hosted by the Hereford Natural Resources Conservation District on Friday, July 8, at 10:00 a.m., at the Sierra Vista public library, 2600 E. Tacoma Street, in Sierra Vista.  Fire recovery information will be shared by various agencies.
