We took about 20 students to the county fair to see their classmates compete and learn about local livestock and showing. We had several students place and I WILL ENTER THIS AT SCHOOL. These students generally show through 4H and raise their animals for their SAE projects in our program.

Soils workshop w/ Hereford NRCD- we put this on at the high school. The 4 students who attended enjoyed what they learned and we liked being able to host and would be interested to do so again.

Pinnacle + Summit= Seniors loved this inaugural conference and found it helpful. Underclassmen liked theirs as well.  3 seniors attended Pinnacle and about 2 dozen underclassmen attended the summit series. These AZ FFA held conferences help students recognize the opportunities FFA has for them and develop leadership skills. The higher grade conferences help students work through job applications, college applications, and following their goals for future careers. 

Competitions= several top 5 placements at districts in Vet Science, Ag business, job interview (Heather 1st place), and horse evaluation. Top placing individuals at state: Heather Wilson got 4th place for Job Interview and Skyler Mazzanti had top written score for Veterinary Science.

SAEs= every student is required to have one. Is a strength for our program, many programs struggle with this. Variety of projects. These projects, such as building bookcases, help students build their technical standards understanding and skills, with the bookcase example specifically addressing standards 13 and 14. 

Content= continued to follow AZ state standards for Agriscience and include labs in each class, such as dissection, using microscopes, food science, gardening, etc.

The virtual banquet we had was to celebrate our top scoring individuals, the effort our teams put into compete, and the 41 greenhand and 35 chapter degrees awarded. Those degrees demonstrate student success in content, attendance to FFA events, time spent on SAEs and other accomplishments they had to achieve. Given the latter half of the school year, we were very proud of our students’ successes and are in the process of getting their degree pins and certificates out to those students. 

HH + TT= went very well! Students favorite. Combined with other clubs. Tripled our attendance compared to previous year. We do this to raise money for our organization and address several of the AZ Professional Skills particularly 2, 3, and 5.

As previously mentioned, we did attend the virtual convention this year though we has been planning to attend physically this year. A benefit of this is that students will always have access to everything from Nationals this year and we were able to get ALL students on this year, not just the 8-12 we would have been able to take otherwise. 

There are virtual FFA events I encourage my students to attend, however competitions are still up in the air. The state and district FFAs give us updates when they can, but we don’t have any competitions planned for now. My FFA officer team has brought up having a chapter competition so we can still have some activities and practice, and that is something we are working on getting planned. These competitions address a variety of Technical standards depending on the competition. 
 
This year we transferred the Haunted House that we do every year as a fundraiser into a movie format. This helps students learn how to utilize different technology, adjust for unusual circumstances, and develop a plan independently (Professional Skills Standards 1, 3, and 5). We hope to screen it as a drive in for a fundraiser that we can do with social distancing. 

This semester we were finally able to begin welding! This addresses standard 14. The school was able to pay for the welding supplies. The students are doing PHENOMENALLY! One of our bus drivers used to be a weld inspector and he said several students were doing better after a day and a half of welding than some of the people he saw out of a year of trade school. We are doing arc (stick) welding this semester and are doing oxy-acetylene welding this spring. 

At the end of October Mr. Thursby, Mrs. Robinson (CTE Director), and I toured 3 ag programs to look at their facilities and get ideas to develop our plans for an ag building. We are planning to break ground by this summer.
